Annual Meeting of the Presbytery of Western New Ydk
June 9, 2009 at First Presbyterian Church, Gowandd\ew York

Pastor Jim Burton, Elder Janie Smith and Elder Busnmel represented HPC, joining approximately 125
others at this meeting. The following occurred:

Rev. Donna Kay Lewis of First Presbyterian ChuGbwanda was elected and installed as Presbytery
Moderator to succeed Rev. Don Houck.

Rev. David Persons of Wayside Presbyterian Chuahnecognized as retiring at the end of July.

Pledges for the presbytery 2009 budget continu@ltshort in the range of $160,000 creating a cash
flow problem. It was mentioned that the economimate had already impacted the 2009 budget when
three churches had cut their annual pledges by,800G@&ach.
