The Elevator is Coming ! !'!

Your Session has voted to accept the bid of 312khfR & P Oak Hill Development to build
the elevator. You received details of this bidaimetter sent to you by the Clerk of Session.
This bid is quite a bit higher than the originabydgeted amount of 200K. This raises the
question of how other Capital Campaign projectd bd affected. So far 77.5K of Capital
Campaign funds have been spent: 25K for MissioK, &4 MOM mortgage payments, 12K for
cost of the Campaign drive, and 15K put in reserte*help prevent cash flow problems. If all
of the pledged 480K is received, 74.5K will remdm be used for remaining Campaign
projects.

The above figures make it clear that not all a&f thmaining Campaign projects can be fully
completed. The remaining projects include MOM Iqgayments (present outstanding loan
balance 169K), Mission (55K budgeted but not yetngp) Audio System (16K), and other
Church building projects (10K). After elevator struction is completed the Session will
decide how to spend the remaining Capital Campfaigds.

FIDELITY-CHASTITY ORDINATION STANDARD REMAINS IN PLACE IN THE PC(USA)

The following information was compiled from artislen The Presbyterian OutlockndPresbyterian News
Service of the PC(USA):

Last year the 218General Assembly proposed an amendment which waxne replaced the commonly
called “fidelity and chastity” clause of the Book Order that requires church officers live in “fidg
within the covenant of marriage between a man amaman or chastity in singleness.” This requineine
has been in effect since 1997 and two subsequepbgals to delete it have failed in presbyteryngin
1998 and in 2002. Although all presbyteries haseaast a vote, after votes cast on Aprif'28 majority

of the denomination’s 173 presbyteries have votdd”“to changing the current standard. Once all
presbyteries have voted, it is anticipated thad thote will be closer than in the previous two tele
attempts.

Representatives of those opposed to the currentiatd, including théMore Light Presbyterianshave
indicated that another amendment will be proposetimost likely passed in the next General Assermbly
June, 2010 to remove the ordination standard asasdiearing recommendations on removing language i
the Heidelberg Catechism relating to homosexualitgl the issue of civil union and Christian marriage
The opponents feel confident that the standardevéintually be changed because of increased nurabers
presbyteries that “flipped” their votes from theeyious two deletion attempts. The increase in the
“flipping” can be explained by several factors...fevi@ks showed up to vote, less awareness of #heeis
conservative churches leaving the PC(USA) and &rfgtigue factor in delivering the same answerehre
times.

Those supporting the standard, includiigsbyterians for Renewalnd Presbyterian Coalitiorview the
vote as a positive outcome, showing that the chbeshdecided to stay in the mainstream of the Gduis
church overall and not join a minority. The questiof gay and lesbian ordination has rocked many
denominations such as the Episcopal and UCC chsir@heé this Presbyterian vote will be scrutinizea in
more expansive context. A proposal is being ca@d that would raise the possibility of creating a
non-geographic synod, a way to build a bigger cothtone for evangelicals who want to stay in the
PC(USA) but oppose the ordination of gays and &sbi Evangelical Terry Schlossberg asks “Whditas t
teaching that people are getting from the churel ¢ives them an alternative to what they're livimigh
every day, hearing, reading, being infected byughothe culture?”

Both evangelicals and progressives know that tihatges not over...stay tuned.

At 52 Congress Streetput 18 gallons of paint on the outside of the haand garage and replaced nine
windows. Two immigrant families from Africa areviing in this double home.

At 53 Congress Streetve demolished and replaced the rear entrance odn@ plumbing and worked on the
front yard. This home is not yet fully renovatedt does have an immigrant occupant who voluntedos of
his time working on this home and the one next door

At 61 Congress Streetve worked on the front landscaping. We had hopedbtwork on the garage but ran
out of time. The lower flat is occupied. The reation has just finished on the upper flat; it vatbon be
occupied.

At 169 Congress Streetve installed insulation board and vinyl siding. iS'twas very challenging because
there was only three feet between this house amanie next door. It took a full day to set up fding
before the work weekend. We also did some wortkherfront porch.

As you can see from the street numbers, these b@usall in the same neighborhood. West Sidesities
is working to bring Buffalo back to its glory onibk at a time. They are doing a wonderful job @&ndas a
privilege for us to be able to work with them.
