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2009 CONFIRMATION CLASS 

 Since returning from spring holiday, the 12 
member class has studied the two sacraments 
that Presbyterians celebrate…Baptism and Holy 
Communion.

EASTER TRADITIONS  

 Did you know the background of those hot cross buns that some of you eat at Easter brunches, or maybe 
even for the first time last year at coffee hour after the HPC Easter service?  Hot cross buns are a small 
spiced/fruit cake decorated with a glaze and a white icing cross.  In some versions, the cross is cut into the 
top with a knife, or made by crossing pastry strips.  Although they have been a Lenten, Good Friday and 
Easter tradition for centuries, they were not always associated with Christianity.  Their origins lie in 
traditions of ancient cultures with the cross representing the four quarters of the moon.  During early 
missionary efforts, the Christian church adopted the buns and re-interpreted the icing cross.  In the 14th 
century England, monks began a tradition of giving hot cross buns to the poor.  Roman Catholicism was 
banned in16th century Reformation England, but the popularity of hot cross buns continued.  Queen 
Elizabeth I passed a law banning their consumption, except during festivals such as Easter, Christmas and 
funerals.  In the 19th century, the buns were hawked by street vendors using a ditty still used by some 
children in England:  “Hot cross buns, One a penny buns; One a penny, two a penny, Hot cross buns.  If 
you have no daughters, Give them to your sons; One a penny, Two a penny, Hot cross buns.” 

  The Christian Education Committee will continue our own mini-HPC tradition by hosting the coffee hour 
with hot cross buns after Easter service April 12th . 

 The “butter lamb” is a Polish traditional addition to the Easter meal.  Butter is shaped into a lamb either by 
hand or by a mold with eyes of peppercorns and a little red curly ribbon around the neck.  If you have never 
had them as part of your traditional meal, you may have remembered seeing them at the Broadway Market.  
It is a reminder of the Lamb of God, our Savior, and His sacrifice for us.  The next day John saw Jesus 
coming toward him and said, “Look, the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world! – John 1:29 

 The God’s Kids Choir will make “butter lambs” for their families on Tuesday April 7th. 

 Talking about traditions, what ever happened to all those Easter Bonnets worn to church Easter morning?  
Are they sitting in a big storage bin somewhere with the eight track tapes?�
