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Beloved: 

 First I want to thank you for your prayers and encouragement as I had  
to modify my schedule last week when my back went out.  Though I am still in 
pain, I hope that it will soon be gone and I will be back to normal.  You are a 
wonderful and caring community, and I am delighted to be a part of you. 

Now I want to tell you about what happened to me last Friday in the 
grocery store.  The experience actually was sort of a replay of something that    
I did years ago.  Let me explain.  I was taking a course in Adapted Physical 
Education at Georgia State University.  The outline of the course was to learn, 
discern, and postulate the need for the appropriate education of people with 
physical, mental and/or emotional handicaps.  I was required to explore any 
chosen aspect in this field in such a way that possible changes in current laws, 
regulations, or social stigmas might be rethought.  In effect, my study was to 
give these special populations the possibility of a more equal opportunity in 
public education.   My approved project was to live in a wheel chair at Georgia 
State University for three days and one evening.  I did.  While I wish that I 
could find the paper and compare what happened then to what happened Friday, 
my intention is to compare the main points.   

In Georgia, I was ignored, run over by people running to class and     
literally prohibited from a few classrooms because of steps.  The handicapped 
restrooms were on every other floor.  It was the social stuff that I found to be 
bothersome.  Rather than receiving help, people actually complained because I 
was too slow.  One professor  made an example of me for coming into the  
classroom late.  People with whom I normally interacted did not recognize me 
in the chair.  This list goes on but I will now tell you what happened Friday. 

I decided to use one of the battery propelled chair and grocery carts in 
the grocery store.  I got on the machine, read the instructions, and tested my 
driving ability.  Then, off I went to the fresh fruits and vegetables.  It was there 
that I realized that I could only select the produce closest to the front and  
probably only the first one-third of each case.  I was in line at the meat counter 
when a customer simply stepped in front of me, never inquiring if I minded if 
she went ahead of me.  In the yogurt section two people went in front of me 
without comment or looking before I said, “Do you mind.  I am in line here!”  
The man did apologize.  The situation kept shocking me especially when one 
individual said to me, “You need to have someone do your shopping for you.”

Finally I went to the handicapped line in the grocery store.  There were three customers in front of 
me who were not handicapped.  The waiting did not bother me, particularly a mother with her daughter  
having a conversation about my being in a motorized chair.  It was refreshing to hear her talk to her    
daughter about being helpful to people who have needs.  It was a teachable moment for that family.   

It was then that one of the store employees came over and said that she would take me at the        
register next to the line that I was in.  Her kindness got me out of the store before the person who was  
originally in line before me.  As I was leaving the store, I asked an attendant if I could take the cart to my 
car as I did not have a handicapped sticker.  The answer was yes.  In fact he came out and get the cart from 
me.  My trip to the grocery store ended. 

There were many kind people in the store that day, but I was amazed at the people who ignored, 
made catty comments, and were exasperated with the idea of someone being in a motorized shopping cart 
shopping for items that they also wanted.   

I thought that the world might have significantly changed since my earlier school days.  However, 
last Friday at the grocery store showed that it had not changed.  Further, I now understand how the spirit of 
handicapped people can be broken because of careless comments and inconsiderate behaviors.  This     
situation verifies why it is so important that Hamburg Presbyterian Church be as accessible as possible.  
HPC needs to meet the needs of handicapped people, young and old, rich or not so rich. 

Next time you see someone in a wheel chair, bend down or sit down to talk with him/her.  Take a 
moment to be kind and really listen to people with handicaps or even a speech impediment.  In short, we 
live in a world where we need to “take time to be kind.”  Friends, this is not a “novel” thought, rather it is a 
holy attitude and undertaking.  “Take time to be kind!”  Notice the special needs that people around you 
have.  Make their world special.   

P.S.  As all of this happened, I gave thanks to God for your resolve to be accessible at HPC!

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Functional Literacy Ministry of Haiti  
 

 Functional Literacy Ministry of Haiti would like to extend a heartfelt thank you to Hamburg Presbyterian 
Church for their ongoing commitment to the people of Haiti. This summer, your gift of $1650 fed 480 
patients at the medical clinic while they waited hours to be seen by a doctor. It also provided a large box of 
baby cereal and powered milk for over 100 infants four months to one year of age. This provided over 100 
babies with the iron they needed to develop normally. Lastly, the money also provided 780 school lunches 
to the children during the Vacation Bible School. 

 The other news that FLM Haiti is excited about is the anticipated completion of the House of David 
Community Health Center early in 2009. Equipping the clinic with all the necessary furniture, equipment 
and supplies was a very daunting task. Again, HPC is going to help make this possible.  There is an 
organization called Global Links located in Pittsburgh, PA They have an excellent reputation for collecting 
used hospital equipment from hospitals and doctors offices. They refurbish the furniture and equipment for 
clinics in third world countries. Global Links has agreed to equip the House of David Community Health 
Center and will arrange for the container to be shipped to Haiti in January 2009. HPC has committed to 
underwrite the cost for $15,000. This money is coming from a portion of the Capital Fund Campaign that 
was designated to go toward mission. It will cover the cost to refurbish the furniture and equipment, 
shipping it to Haiti and getting it up the mountain to the clinic. 
 

 Here is a list of some of the things that will be in the container to furnish the clinic: 

 exam tables and stools                        wheelchairs 

 iv poles                                                crutches & canes 

 a gurney                                               lamps 

 equipment carts                                   nebulizers 

 a dental chair                                       adult and baby scales 

 waiting room chairs                             blood pressure units 

 filing cabinets                                      minor surgical equipment 

 2 office desks and chairs                     a refraction lens set for eye exams 

 

 Also included are up to 100 cases of medical supplies which will include a wide variety of basic medical 
supplies such as: hospital drapes and gowns, barrels and boxes of soap, syringes and needles, exam gloves, 
dressings, bandages and gauze. 

 Until now the people of Thomassin, Haiti only had the opportunity to see a doctor when a medical mission 
team came. When the clinic opens it will be furnished and equipped and will employ a Haitian doctor, 
dentist, nurse, and pharmacy assistant. It will provide year round care for the community and surrounding 
area. 

 What a huge impact HPC has made to help this vision come to realization.  Functional Literacy of Haiti 
extends its sincere thanks to HPC.

 “Do not neglect to do good and share what you have, for such                             
sacrifices are pleasing to God” (Hebrews 3:16)  

         This bible verse is the 2008 Thank Offering theme. Here are some thoughts on 
the history and purpose of PW Thank Offering. 

          The Thank Offering began in 1888 when Eliza Clokey of Springfield, Ohio, urged each woman to 
give one dollar over and above her usual contribution to the Women’s General Missionary Society of the 
United Presbyterian Church of North America as a “thank offering to her Lord”. The gifts represented much 
soul-searching and self-sacrifice on the part of many women. The impact they made was immeasurable. It 
has been said that women’s giving saved the worldwide missionary movement at that time. The thrust of 
how and where the money was used changed over the years, but a “thank offering to her Lord” continued to 
be an important part of women’s giving by United Presbyterian Women. This expression of thanksgiving is 
an important part of Presbyterian Women today. 

          The Thank Offering should be seen as an extension of, and separate from, Presbyterian Women’s 
Mission Pledge support we give every month. 

The offering is received in the fall and will be dedicated at our fall Gathering in October. At least 40 
percent of the Thank Offering supports hospitals and other health ministries in this country and throughout 
the world, but many other types of programs have been funded through the years – schools, domestic 
violence shelters, child and youth development programs, elder care programs, hunger programs, homeless 
shelters and many more.  
         The Creative Ministries Offering Committee of Presbyterian Women approved this year grants 
totaling $516,239.50 from the 2007 Thank Offering of Presbyterian Women. Twenty-eight projects were 
chosen from 139 requests. Each projects must have a purpose that meets basic human needs, provide a form 
of aid that relates directly to the people being served, and is a creative project less than three years old, or a 
new direction for an existing program. Nearly $176,000 of last year’s Thank Offering will benefit 10 
projects in the United States, including The Center for Middle East Studies, Inc. /The Cultural Peace Camp 
in Buffalo with  $11,000. This center helps children develop conflict resolution skills and promotes 
understanding and acceptance of diversity. So, you can see how your generosity and kindness help make 
many miracles in our country and around the world happen. Your donations can be offered through your 
circle meetings, at our Fall Gathering in October, or you may forward your donation to PW through the 
church office, marked 2008 PW Thank Offering.
